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The French create an impact at the Energy Show 2010

Building on the success of the French Pavilion at the Energy Show last year, the Ireland France Chamber
of Commerce (IFCC), Ubifrance Ireland, Schneider Electric and Dalkia Ireland (Patrons of IFCC)
collaborated to set up a French Pavilion at the SEI Energy Show in Dublin. The Energy Show is now seen
as Ireland’s largest ever trade fair for the sustainable energy sector, with a turnout of more than 150

Irish and international exhibitors and over 4000 energy professionals.

The “French Pavilion” project, organised and partly funded by Ubifrance (the French Agency for
international business development), brought a group of SMEs operating in the French sustainable
energy sector over to Ireland to exhibit alongside other well established large French companies such as

Schneider Electric and Dalkia Ireland.

Aldes, a French family owned company established in 1925, returned again this year to promote their
specific activities: ventilation, fire protection, air diffusion and distribution, temperation and centralised

vacuum systems.

Cliona McGowan, Director of the Ireland France Chamber of Commerce, welcomed the French
Enterprises to Dublin, speaking on behalf of all the members of the Chamber. She also spoke about the

increasing importance and opportunities in the sustainable energy sector in both Ireland and France.

The move towards a “smart green economy” and opportunities in the green technology sector: this is
an important topic for both Ireland and France, and both countries are taking measures to work towards

sustainable development approaches that lead to new business and investment opportunities.

In France the "green economy" is flourishing as the government seeks to boost the sector to help arrest
the country's economic slide amid the global financial crisis.

Last year, the French environment ministry announced a package (Grenelle de 'Environnement) to
foster the development of renewable energy, which includes 50 items covering the fields of biology

energy, wind power, terrestrial heat, solar power and hydroelectric power.
